PRIMARY SCHOOL UPDATE JUNE 2021 ,

Excitingly, plans are well underway to deliver a
state-of-the-art, Preschool-Year 6 learning facility
for the Pagewood and Matraville community.

The amalgamation of St Agnes’ Catholic Primary
School Matraville and Our Lady of the Annunciation
Catholic Primary School Pagewood in January 2024
will bring together two schools communities with a
shared history and charism of the daughters of Our
Lady of the Sacred Heart.

This will provide families with purpose-built facilities
and the opportunity to be a part of a school that
will grow with them on their learning journey.

The new school will cater for 420 students in
Kindergarten to Year 6 and will include an onsite
early learning centre, as well as new shared
parish facilities.

Construction will commence on the first phase,
a new two-storey building with contemporary
learning spaces, canteen and lift, in mid to late
July 2021.

The new building will replace the existing
primary block fronting Norfolk Lane.



New learning spaces will support flexible,
contemporary learning with facilities allowing
for larger learning commons, small groups and
personalised settings.
